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Setbacks, those things that seem to take you 
from where you are and hope to be, and 
move you back to an earlier point, can be 
aggravating and demoralizing even in the 
context of a game like Monopoly or Chutes 
and Ladders, let alone life. How we handle 
setbacks will determine how we live life and 
ultimately finish our goals.  In the spiritual 
sense, how we face and deal with setbacks 
will determine, in large part, how we will 
finish the race God has set 
before us. 
 
I find that setbacks present 
their biggest challenge in 
the area of attitude.  A 
setback can sour an atti-
tude pretty fast.  It can 
lead us to the slippery 
slope of pessimism and 
despair. 
I am reminded of a story 
of a young soldier who 
was training to be a para-
trooper.  He went through 
all the training and was 
now getting ready to take 
his qualifying jump.  The 
instructor, on the day of the jump, finished 
his comments with a check list for each of 
his students.  The list was simply this: 

· When told to jump by the Jump Master, 
jump. 

· Upon jumping from the plane, count to 
ten and pull the ripcord on your para-
chute. 

· If upon the rare event the chute does not 
open, pull the ripcord on your emer-
gency chute. 

· A truck will be waiting upon your land-
ing to take you back to the base.  

So the soldier boarded the jump plane, and 

they took them up to 10,000 feet and just as 
the instructor had said, they opened the door 
and told him to jump.  He jumped immedi-
ately as instructed and counted to ten and 
pulled his parachute ripcord.  He waited and 
waited for it to deploy but realized it was not 
opening, and he thought to himself, “Oh 
great, so my chute didn’t open.”   So as in-
structed, he pulled his emergency chute rip-
cord.  He waited and waited, and now it oc-

curred to him that this 
chute also had malfunc-
tioned, and he thought to 
himself “Oh sure, what 
else, now I suppose the 
truck won’t be waiting 
for me when I get down 
either!”  (Just a note to 
calm your minds, the 
chute finally did open.) 
 
God has never promised 
us that there would not 
be setbacks.  He did 
promise us that He 
would be at work in the 
midst of the setbacks.  
That is what the promise 

of “all things work together for good” in 
Romans 8:28 is all about.  Setbacks chal-
lenge us to rethink and sometimes to re-chart 
our course in a way that gets us there more 
safely and often times more efficiently. 
 
That’s the way I have felt a bit about some 
of the projects we have pursued here at The 
Summit.  We have had setbacks and frustra-
tions that have challenged the wisdom of 
doing things like remodeling the women’s 
restroom or even building the new entrance.  
In many ways, it would be easier to just pro-
nounce it not the will of God and go on to 
something else.  We could just assume that if

Accomplishing our Vision: The Five Habits 

���� vision of The Summit Church is “making lifelong follow-
ers of Jesus who are becoming more like Him every day.” Our 
strategy for accomplishing this vision includes three compo-
nents: connecting you to a small group; training you to prac-
tice the Five Habits for Christian Growth; and giving you op-
portunities to change your world. 
 
I believe it is very likely that a person will remain committed 
to Jesus over the long haul if these three elements are present 
in their life. That’s why our strategy contains 
these three components. Last month’s article 
spoke about the important role that small groups 
play in our spiritual growth. This month, I want 
to focus on the Five Habits and let you know 
about a new seminar series at The Summit 
Church to help train individuals in these habits. 
 
The Five Habits for Christian Growth are: 

· Daily devotions 

· The Word (Bible study and memorization) 

· Prayer 

· Giving yourself away to meet the needs of others 

· Worship 
 
The first thing I want to say is that the Five Habits are about 
taking responsibility for our own walk with God. I think our 
Sunday services are great but each of us should be spending 
time with Jesus on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, and every 
other day too. We are convinced that these five habits are es-
sential for promoting individual spiritual growth. God has 
made promises about what happens when we earnestly seek 
Him (Jeremiah 29:13 and Hebrews 11:6) and we want to be 
intentional about doing just that. 
 
The second thing I want to say about these habits is that the 
goal is becoming more like Jesus. An honest look at Jesus’ 
life illustrates that He spent time with the Father, He knew the 

Word and had it memorized, He 
prayed, He worshipped and He gave 
himself away. Since our vision is to 
become like Jesus, it shouldn’t be sur-
prising that we want to practice these 
same behaviors. 
 
A third thing I want to emphasize is the 
word “habit.” These aren’t activities we 

do to earn 
God’s ap-
proval or to 
somehow make Him love us more. 
Instead, these are behaviors we en-
gage in regularly because they give 
the Holy Spirit access into our lives 
to accomplish the ultimate goal of 
becoming more like Jesus.  We hope 
that these activities become so regular 
in your life that the word “habit” is an 
accurate description. 
 
Finally, I want to let you know about 

a new seminar series at The Summit Church. Our strategy says 
that we will train you to practice the Five Habits for Christian 
Growth. We will have training seminars this year on each of 
the 5 Habits.  The first one on Daily Devotions will be 
Thursday, September 23 at 7 p.m.  You will learn how to 
have a quiet time and hear suggestions for making it a profit-
able and meaningful time. I encourage everyone to attend, 
especially if you don’t currently practice this habit. 
 
Our next training seminar will be in November on the habit of 
Bible Study and Memorization. Our vision is to make lifelong 
followers of Jesus who are becoming more like Him every 
day. The Five Habits are a vital part of accomplishing this 
vision so we want to spend some time this year training indi-
viduals at The Summit Church how to practice each one.

By the time this article goes out, we will be done with our 
annual food fight.  That is the event that wraps up our 
summer and officially kicks us off into the school year.  
We met a lot of new students this summer and we are 
looking forward to getting everybody back on a normal 
schedule and back from vacation. 
 
This school year we are going to put a 
bigger emphasis on prayer.  To that end, 
we will be doing some prayer break-
fasts.  We will start with one and go from 
there.  I would love to see enough interest 
to pray every week so please talk to your 
kids about this.  The time will involve 
some worship, individual and corporate 
prayer. We will pray for schools, each 
other and students around us who need 
God’s love.  We believe in prayer, so we 
believe that this is something that your 
students can really get behind. 
 
All of our schools are now back in ses-
sion so I want to remind you about how 
we program stuff over the school year.  
Obviously our big event is every Wednes-
day night from 7-8:30.  The Exchange meeting is where 
we worship, pray, and learn what God wants from us in a 
safe, teen-friendly environment.  With those meetings, we 
shoot for a message that is applicable for every student but 
deeply rooted in who God is and what he wants from us.

The Summit Church at Hyde Park Street Fair 
 
The Summit Church will be operating the “Prayer Station and 
Psalm Reading” booth again this year at the Hyde Park Street 
Fair. The Hyde Park Street Fair is a difficult event to de-
scribe. The website says that it “features ven-
dor booths, live music, exotic foods, cold 
beer, and a wine garden.”  If you can imagine 
Earth Day, Art in the Park, and an interna-
tional food festival all rolled into one event 
with a North End Neighborhood atmosphere, 
then you have a pretty good idea of what this 
looks like. In addition to the live music and art 
vendors, there are now booths promoting ho-
mosexuality, psychic reading, tarot cards, 
eastern meditation, and everything else under 
the sun. 
 
For the last two years, we have been the only 
Christian presence in the park. I think it’s 
great that our church is right in the middle of 
this event. The fact is, we have the opportu-
nity to reach people at the Hyde Park Street Fair who will 
never come to us. Jesus said that a good shepherd leaves the 
99 to go look for the one who is lost. We have the opportu-
nity to practice this at Hyde Park and share the message that 
“God is for you.” 
 
The Prayer Station is a very straightforward concept. We ask 
people if there is anything we can pray for; then we do just 

that. We aren’t selling anything. We aren’t pushing our 
church. We don’t want to argue with folks. We simply want 
to serve others by praying for them. If someone asks us 
about our church or our beliefs, we will answer their ques-
tions, but that’s not the purpose of the Prayer Station. Our 

purpose is to pray for others. In addi-
tion to praying for people, we read a 
Psalm of blessing over those who are 
interested. We have a half-dozen 
Psalms that address real life issues and 
choose the one that is most appropriate 
for the person. We give them a free 
copy of the Psalm printed on recycled 
parchment paper.  
 
We are currently organizing teams of 
people to serve at the Prayer Station 
during the Hyde Park Street Fair Sep-
tember 17-19. Some of the folks who 
will be serving are from Boise Valley 
Christian Communion, the church that 
owns the booth. I’m asking you to 

pray for these individuals. The environment is very different 
from most events where we have a presence. I believe it will 
be a little bit like the apostle Paul going into Athens or Cor-
inth and facing a culture dominated by pagan beliefs. Please 
pray that we have great opportunities to pray with people, to 
demonstrate God’s love and grace, and that we experience 
victory in the park that weekend.

Greetings from your Board.  It’s interesting how we think that summer is 
nearly over and the busy fall programs are ready to start so we better get back 
into gear, when in fact God’s plans and programs haven’t changed any.  Our 
man-made perceptions often affect much of what we see and how we act. 
 
One area that we thought we saw clearly was the ‘simple’ addition to our front 

entry to help move the current greeting area further away from the worship center and to provide space for 
the addition of doors across the back of the worship area. However, the city requirement to increase our 
main water supply from 4 inch to 6 inch service and to install fire sprinkling for the entire building has 
changed the simple to the complex.  It may be possible to achieve most of our original objectives by making 
some changes to the newer portion of the building, which is fire protected, near the elevator area.  The archi-
tect is currently working on this new plan and as a Board, we continue to ask for God’s guidance and direc-
tion. We have officially dropped the proposal we showed the congregation last fall and we will show you 
any new plans that we believe may still meet our needs and stay within budget.  With God’s guidance, it is 
still our intent to reduce the noise and come up with a workable solution. We also recognize that the city 
requirement is an important area to address but we feel that those upgrades should be done in conjunction 
with future revisions to the worship center that would also address problems with the stucco on the outside 
of the east wall of the worship center. 
 
Our income for the general fund is running about $50K below budget but that is often the case during the 
summer months.  Please remember that the financial needs of church continue even when you are gone.  We 
do commend the faithfulness and generosity of our congregation for the overall giving to date because you 
have responded well to other needs like missions and building.  It’s just our general fund that is running 
short at this time. 
 
One area you have continued to be generous in is the funding of the “outside the budget” Fellowship fund. 
This fund is used to help those in financial need. It is not intended to supplement ongoing shortfalls or to 
pay for things that other organizations can help with, but it is there to be used when critical funding situa-
tions arise.  We know that many in our congregation are struggling and some may not be aware that we do 

have this means to help with some of your needs. We do 
not give cash but can help with food, utility bills, overdue 
housing etc. If you are in financial trouble, please contact 
any of the staff or anyone on the Board and we will see if 
we can help you.   
 
We also work with Love INC (Love In the Name of 
Christ) and they have programs that have proven to be 
real solutions for some.  We encourage all members to 
attend the upcoming Financial Peace University session, 
a Dave Ramsey program designed to help almost anyone 
get out of debt (see p. 9). 
 
Please continue to pray for our church, the building pro-
gram, church families that are under 
stress and for our missions programs. 
We consider it a pleasure to serve 
with you all in Christ’s name.

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Hello All!  
 
It’s hard to believe that the end of summer is here. It seems 
that just yesterday we were waiting for the chance to have fun 
in the sun and now, September is upon us. Man, how time 
flies! Seasons change along with so many other things but I’m 
glad, no matter what the season or change, we’re always able 
to worship God together. I always look forward to this no mat-
ter rain or shine, snow or other, we all get to gather in one 
place to lift our praises to our Creator King!  
 
During corporate worship this fall and 
throughout 2011, I believe we’re going to 
have some very special times with God in the 
midst of worship. One of the larger elements 
that makes corporate worship so special is 
the music provided by our bands. Along 
those lines, occasionally I’ll answer a ques-
tion or two about worship from folks that I 
never get a chance to answer in depth. So, 
with the newsletter, this fall and winter, I’d 
like to take some time and answer some of 
those questions. If you have one about wor-
ship or what God’s Word says concerning 
worship, send me a note or an email.

One of the questions that surfaces from time 
to time is why we provide the type of music 
we do during corporate worship. Some would 
prefer to hear all things contemporary while 
others would prefer all things traditional.  
 
Well, for many people traditional music provides them with 
rich experiences with Jesus. These songs make up a good por-
tion of their (what I like to call) heart language. They remind 
of who God is and what He's done and what He's doing now. 
They can draw us in and contribute to wonderful moments in 
His presence. After being in ministry for more than twenty 
years, I've learned that many of these traditional songs do not 
have generational boundaries. They have the power to reach 
any age. From time to time, I'll have someone, even in their 
teens, ask if we could do a hymn like "How Great Thou Art" 
or "Amazing Grace" or an older chorus like “Great Is The 
Lord.” I think that's cool!  
 
However, throughout my years in ministry, I've also come to 
understand that what speaks to one culture (whether it be 
hymns, traditional songs or contemporary) may not speak to 
another. I'd like to believe in my heart of hearts that this isn't 
true. I'd like to believe that whatever I've experienced: what-
ever has moved me, whether it be a particular type of music or 
something else, whatever has drawn me closer to Jesus; would 
be the same thing that will draw everyone else from every 
walk of life to Him. If that were true, being in the service of 
my Creator King would be so much easier. But, that isn't the 

case. Different cultures are moved by different forms of com-
munication and each culture has its own heart language. This 
has been the struggle with worship music even as hymnody 
was coming into play centuries ago. Some of you may be fa-
miliar with the struggles of Isaac Watts who was told that he 
shouldn't be writing lyrics that weren't directly taken from the 
psalms; that he should only be writing "inspired hymns."  For 
some, "uninspired hymns" by Watts didn't make the cut and he 
was beaten up for his music on several occasions. If you’re not 

familiar with the music of Isaac Watts, 
take some time and look up his name on 
the internet. You may be surprised at what 
you learn. 
 
Like many churches in the valley (and all 
over the world by the way), the Summit 
Church is made up of several different 
cultures; people from different walks of 
life. When it comes to music here, some 
people are drawn into a rich experience 
with Jesus through singing of the hymns; 
others through older choruses; some by 
listening to a piano solo during commun-
ion and others through the sweet voice of 
an oboe playing the opening line of 
"Come Thou Fount."  So we have the 8:30 
service which is blended with all of the 
above.  
 
Still others are drawn in by the steady beat 
of the band and the lyrics of the song 
"Bring The Rain" by Mercy Me or "Here I 

Am" by Downhere. Many would prefer a more driving wor-
ship experience with the music of Hillsong. So we have a con-
temporary service at 11:00.  
 
It's not perfect by any stretch. We don't always manage to 
speak to everyone with their heart language. I don't expect we 
ever will. I can't imagine we could do better than Isaac Watts 
though (I don't expect we'll ever come close), and I do believe 
that God works through the music and corporate worship time 
every week in powerful ways.  
 
I’m so looking forward to wor-
shiping with you this fall and 
throughout the coming year. To-
gether, I’m confident that we’ll 
experience God’s richness through 
the music and corporate worship at 
The Summit Church.
